WV INTRO:  Eight counties of WV (Greater) Eastern are in the Potomac Basin.   

Eastern most counties are under urban pressure and canopy is declining.

NOTE: this is national study done at 30 meter resolution that will show lower percent 

canopy.  New UTC study is at <1 meter and shows higher percent canopy.

WV INTRO:  2010 Census confirmed the PPI Index Findings.  The I-81 

Martinsburg area has the fastest rate of urban landcover growth in the 

Mid-Atlantic. Hagerstown Urban Area has a 74% rate of urban land 

growth but only 52% for population .  This is indicative of urban sprawl.
